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Emergency and Evacuation Procedures for Vandyke School Astroturf Pitch

1. Evacuation 
If the pitch needs to be evacuated for any of the reasons given below, or for any other emergency, the following procedure should be adopted:

· an intermittent whistle signal will be given by one of the coaches or officials.

· depending on the position and nature of the emergency, everyone should leave the pitch by the exit gates at the end of the pitch which can be safely accessed.

· the meeting point is in the car park in front of the School (next to Vandyke Road).

· If evacuation is during junior training, coaches will check that all children are accounted for via the register.

· access road to pitch to be kept clear at all times for emergency vehicles.
2.   Medical Emergency

· For an accident or emergency on the astroturf pitch complete a LBHC accident report form.
· The completed form should be sent to the Chairman who will maintain the Accident and Emergency book
· Deal with emergency according to the LBHC Guidelines for Dealing with an Accident/Incident.
3.  Bad weather

· If the pitch is unsafe to play on because of frost, snow or flood, players should not be allowed onto the pitch.

· If children are involved, a coach or team manager will contact parents/carers and wait with the children until collected. 

4. Fire

· In the event of a fire on the pitch, players should be evacuated via an exit furthest from the fire and taken to the meeting point.

· The Site Agent (07786661131) should be informed and nearest alarm activated.
· If the evacuation is during junior training, the Head Coach (or deputy) will check that all children are accounted for using the register.

· Parents/carers to be informed via Emergency Contacts and coaches will wait with the children until collected.
4.
Power Failure
· If the overhead lights fail, the Head Coach / Team Manager /officials should assess if it is safe to continue using the astroturf pitch.

· If unsafe, players to be escorted to the meeting point and parents/carers of U18s notified (if lighting adequate, continue with the session).

· Head Coach or deputy to wait with any children on site and ensure all children are safely collected by parents/carers.
5. Dealing with Blood & Vomit

· Any player with an open wound or an injury that bleeds, must leave the pitch immediately to receive treatment and have the wound covered.
· Spillage of blood or vomit on the astroturf pitch should be reported to the Site Agent to ensure the area is cleaned/disinfected.

· Head Coach (or deputy) or Team Manager to complete an incident report form.
